The error was due to editing his submission based on how he wrote his abridged version of his CV in preparation for the press statement after he was employed.

He has been with the MDDA from its inception as a Programme Manager (Community Media) which is responsible for 60% of the grant fund. He has been involved in media development for more than 10 years.
