August 2007
The MDDA is established through legislation to create an enabling environment for media development and diversity in South Africa, through, amongst other things, providing financial support to community and small commercial media projects. The MDDA receives funding from government, print media and electronic media.
At its August 2007 Board meeting, the MDDA has decided to provide R 3,925,043.01 of support to another eleven projects. This includes further support for four projects previously supported
This brings to 156 the total number of projects that the MDDA has supported since it was established in 2003. This is an important milestone in the development and diversification of media in South Africa.
Community Media Grants

1. Aganang Community Radio has been awarded a grant to cover operational costs, salaries, and purchasing of equipment and furniture
2. Kasie FM / Kathorus Community Radio has been awarded a grant to cover operational costs, salaries and purchasing of equipment and furniture
3. Makhado Community Radio has been awarded a grant to cover operational costs, salaries and purchasing of equipment, furniture and a generator 
4. Moletsi Community Radio has been awarded support to cover operating costs, relocation marketing costs, purchasing of equipment and furniture
5. Gender Advocacy Project has been awarded further support to cover costs of media literacy training, research costs, printing and administration costs.
6. Umbele Wolwazi has been awarded support for printing and operating costs

7. Agenda Feminist Magazine has been awarded support for training workshops, a gender awareness workshop, the publication of three editions of the journal and operating costs

Small Commercial Print Grants
1. Nemato Voice  has been awarded a grant for operational costs (printing and distribution),training, purchasing of equipment, and rent
